Participant Satisfaction

Our primary function is as a collaborative convener of local family service agencies.

· We use an evaluation form at all of our meetings. Information from these is used to inform future programs and initiatives. Evaluations solicit metrics on usefulness of information obtained. On a scale of 1 (low) to 5 (high), the average is above 4.

· Partner meeting attendance numbers are steady (avg. 27 per meeting).
· The weekly e-newsletter has a subscriber "open" rate of 22% which is the non-profit industry average. In years past it has been as high as 32%. Decline may be due in part to people getting ever more emails and e-newsletters.
Outcomes

· Facilitated and coordinated 9 CSNNC Partner meetings, all of which are open to the public
· Halloween Book Giveaway at which 827 books were given to preschool children

· "Kids Corner" at the Nevada County Fair partly staffed by CSNNC Partners, gave out 850 books
· Send weekly e-newsletter to list of approximately 500 subscribers
· Kids Safety & Health Carnival partly funded by CAPC/CSNNC, 400 attendees
· Trauma-Informed Care training. 46 attended.
· In April 2017, for Child Abuse Prevention Month, our colleagues at the Yolo County Children’s Alliance produced two outstanding self-care documents:
• a large trifold guide called “Make Time for Yourself – a self-care guide for busy parents”

in both English and Spanish
• a card called “Make Time for Yourself – Start a Conversation”

CSN worked with YCCA to adapt the contents for Nevada County, and the documents are

available on the CSN website and in printed form at CSN meetings.

In FY 2017-18 we gave out about 100 English brochures, 75 Spanish brochures, and 100 cards.
· Created informative certificate for Shaken Baby Syndrome. Purchased 1000 at end of FY. Will distribute in FY 2018-19.
