Our primary function is as a collaborative convener of local family service agencies. We use an evaluation form at all of our meetings. Information from these is used to inform future programs and initiatives. Evaluations solicit metrics on usefulness of information obtained. On a scale of 1 (low) to 5 (high), the average is above 4.

3. Is there financial sustainability plan for the program beyond CCTF funds?

This program is currently mostly sustained with First 5 funds.

4. What other funding sources supported this program?

Per prior, this program is currently mostly sustained with First 5 funds. Financial support for special events, such as the annual Read To Your Child Halloween Book Giveaway, comes from community organizations including Friends of the Nevada County Libraries, Gold Country Kiwanis, and Rotary Club of Grass Valley. Many other organizations provide volunteer or other logistical support. We received a Capacity Building Grant from OCAP (California state Office of Child Abuse Prevention) for $2,000 which was used to purchase: Child Abuse Prevention 4"x6" car magnets; Shaken Baby Syndrome education certificates; positive message T-shirts; beverages and snacks for Trauma-Informed Care training.

We are volunteer-driven and with more staffing hours we could do more outreach.
